Internet Safety (Reprint) 
In last week’s newsletter we provided some useful 
websites for people to use when considering 
internet safety for their children. Today I have 
included some more useful hints worth noting. 
When supporting your children in their internet 
use you may like to consider the following: 
• Keeping internet accessible computers in a 
shared living space at home – not in bedrooms or 
office/study areas. 
• Don’t just watch; actively participate in your 
child’s internet time. 
• Always set clear internet usage rules. 
• Set time frames for internet use and then stick to 
them, e.g., half an hour every second day (then 
get your children outside exercising). 
• Set clear and precise activities for children. 
• Don’t allow free play without appropriate 
supervision being provided. 
• Limit the student’s internet use to a few sites 
rather than having free, open ended access 
available. 
• Reinforce that students should: 
1. Never give out personal details. 
2. Never make contact with others they

butter sandwich, can cause this reaction to flare. 
It is important that all parents are aware of the 
seriousness of the situation and your co-
operation is much appreciated. 
 
I-Pods and Safety 
Children are not allowed to use I-Pods at school. 
Medical evidence suggests that most children 
set the volume at an unacceptable level for their 
age. This may cause serious ear damage in the 
future and the Department does not wish to be 
held liable for its lack of direction. I-Pods can 
also distract children from what is happening 
around them, especially when crossing roads. 
What happens outside the school fence is a 
parent responsibility, so please talk to your son 
or daughter about their health and safety.
